Currently, the Bible has been
translated into more than 1,660
languages and dialects.
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Chapters and Verses

Each of the books are divided into chapters and verses, with the
exception of 5 books, which are only divided into verses:
Obadiah, Philemon, 2 John, 3 John, and Jude

Chapters were introduced to the Bible in the year 1240 BC by
Cardinal Hugo de S. Caro. Verse divisions were not added until
year 1545 by Robertus Stephanus.
