Godly Friendships: 
1. Commanded: Psalms 119:63 We are commanded to be friends of those who are friends of God.
2. Helps: Eccl. 4:9-12 Godly friendships help you maintain your Christian life. Choose friends who are daily in God's Word for direction for their lives. One who chooses this way or that because it feels good is not someone we should look to for help.
3. Sharpens: Proverbs 17:17 Godly friendships will sharpen you.
4. Refreshes & is a Blessing: II Tim. 1:16-18 Paul describes his friendship with Onesiphorus as being refreshing. An example of a valuable friend.
V. Characteristics To Look For: What qualities does God want you to have in a friend?
1. Loving: Proverbs 17:17 God wants you to have friends that consistently love you.
2. Loyal: Proverbs 27:10 God wants you to have loyal friends.
3. Consistent: Proverbs 19:6-7 God wants you to have friends that are not "fair-weather".
4. Concerned: Job 2:11-13 Though Job's friends were too harsh, they were concerned. God wants you to have friends that are concerned. Yet his friends lost that concern and it turned into judgement. We have to be very careful where so that we don't abuse our friendship and beat our friends down with improper speech or finger pointing.
